Background:

The WIOLAB programme was launched in 2004 in Madagascar , as part of the Nairobi Convention focus areas- The Convention for Cooperation in the Protection and Development of the Marine and Costal Environment and NEPAD.

South Africa signed the Nairobi convention in 2001.
Te WIOLAB objectives are the following:
· Facilitate the realisation of the duty of organisation to protect the marine environment from pollution caused by land based activities

· Be able to identify best science and technology available and suitable in dealing with marine environment 

· Encourage stakeholder participation

· Develop partnership with academic institution, NGO’s, local, provincial and national government.

· Efforts that leads to clean beaches that will promote tourism (e.g. Blue Flag beaches)

· Integrated approach to sustainable development of the marine and coastal environment

· Develop synergy in a coherent effort to seek funds for marine and coastal development at a national level

Proposal:

It is proposed that a programme on a research vessel (SA Agulhas) be held on Wednesday 8 June 2005 focusing on the WIOLAB programme with particular emphasis on the protection of the marine environment. The Deputy Minister will launch South Africa’s WIOLAB implementation plan, which seeks to address marine pollution caused by land-based activities.

The progress of the WIOLAb programme, since its launch in 2004, will also be highlighted.
