Fish Processing Establishment

1.
An accurately written application to operate a fish processing establishment.

2.
Certified true copies of Identity document, Company, Close Corporation or Trust registration documents.

3.
Authorisation letter from the exemption applicant nominating the person to sign and collect documents on the applicant’s behalf.

4.
 Valid and certified copy/ies of Tax Clearance Certificate/s copy/ies of business entities companies, individuals, close corporations or trusts.

5.
 Proof of ownership of or lease agreement for the Fish Processing facilities - where applicable (land-based).

6.
 A certified copy of a supply agreement with the supplier of products to be processed, if the applicant is not a fishery Rights Holder.

7.
Where applicable, Certification issued by the South African Bureau of Standards (SABS). 

8.
Where processing of fish is intended for human consumption, a health certificate from nearest municipal/provincial health office must be obtained and a certified copy of original attached (Land-Based)

Submission, by an exemption applicant, of the abovementioned required information is not a suggestion, on the Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism, that the exemption will be granted.
